You have a GPA of 2.0 or better — high school or college transcript required.
You have been accepted by or are enrolled in a post-secondary or technical program at an accredited institution in
one of the construction related fields listed above.
You have not received a previous scholarship award from Lake Region Builders Foundation. Applicants are
encouraged to reapply if they have not previously been selected to receive a LRBA scholarship award.
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GUIDELINES:

Annual scholarships awards vary in number and amount based on funds available and the number of applicants.
Students receiving a scholarship must complete at least one term of post-secondary education and be enrolled for
the next term at an accredited institution. The scholarship monies will be paid directly to that institution on the
student’s account.
